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You can insert video clips two different ways in PowerPoint. 
 
IF YOU WANT A MEDIA CLIP AND TEXT BOX: 
 

1. Make sure your slide layout is “Media Clip and Text”.  If it is not, click 
FORMAT> SLIDE LAYOUT and choose Media Clip and Text. 

2. Double click on placeholder to add media.  This will open a browse box.  Browse 
to your desired file, select the file, then click CHOOSE. 

3. It will ask you if you want your movie to automatically play or not.  Make your 
choice. 

 

 
* Note:  if you transfer your PowerPoint to a different computer, you must move the 
video clip with it.  It does not embed the movie, it simply links it.  So students will have to 
provide you with the PowerPoint AND the movie file if presenting from your computer.

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IF YOU WANT TO INSERT A MEDIA CLIP ANYWHERE ON A SLIDE: 
 

1. Click INSERT> MOVIES AND SOUNDS> MOVIE FROM FILE. 
2. Then you will browse until you find the file.  Select the file, click CHOOSE. 

3. It will ask you if you want your movie to automatically play or not.  Make your 
choice.
